The FDNY Foundation, the official not-for-profit foundation of the
FDNY, assists the Department in educating, informing and involving
the public in "protecting life and property from the dangers of fire"
and supports the Department's operational requirements. For 26
years, the FDNY Foundation has bridged the gap in available public
funding for training, equipment, fire safety and prevention for the
New York City Fire Department.

As the Department expands its operations, budget cuts have left it
with many gaps that must be filled, some that only private contribu-
tions will adequately address.

Maintaining a high level of core services, dramatically enhancing
preparedness, and ensuring the New York City Fire Department has
the best training and equipment in the event of a future catastrophic
attack is an ongoing challenge. Now more than ever, the contribu-
tions of the FDNY Foundation - and the individuals and institutions
that define our effectiveness - are needed to guarantee there is no
breach in the Department's core mission of life safety.

The FDNY is challenged to do more with less at every level. Federal
funding has enabled the Department to rebuild, however support for
new initiatives has not been adequate to meet its needs. Furthermore,
New York City experienced a decline in Homeland Security funding,
as the formula is based on population rather than threat.

The FDNY Foundation recognizes that the Department's needs are
expanding, but public resources for support are not. The FDNY
Strategic Plan needs additional funding to:

* Improve Fire Prevention and Fire Safety Education

* Improve Emergency Response Operations

* Enhance Health and Safety of FDNY Members

* Strengthen Management and Organizational Development

* Increase Diversity
